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1. Troop or Varsity Teams in the Colonial District can hold one open election per year between December 1, 2006 and February 28, 2007.  No elections are permitted at Summer Camp. An Elections Team from the Colonial Chapter of Amangamek-Wipit Lodge must conduct this election. Elections cannot be run by a unit leader or by the OA members of the unit in which the election is being held.

2. Prior to the election, the Troop or varsity Team adult leader (Scoutmaster) must certify and list the eligible unit members on the Elections Worksheet. See attachment.
3. You must arrange for a Chapter Election Team to come conduct the unit Election.

Youth Membership Eligibility Requirements

In addition to being a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America in a chartered Troop or Varsity Team of this Council and under 21 years of age on the date of the election, a youth must meet the following requirements:

1. First Class Requirement – Must hold the Boy Scout First Class or higher rank to be eligible for election. 
2. Camping Requirement – Within the most recent two-year period prior to the election, must have completed 15 days and nights of camping under the auspices and standards of the Boy Scouts of America in a Boy Scout Troop or Varsity Team (Cub Scout, Webelos, cabin or family camping do not count).  The 15 days and nights within the 2 years must include one long-term (6 consecutive days including 5 nights) camp and the balance must be made up of short-term (overnight, 2, 3, 4 day) camps.  Only one long-term camp may be counted in the 15 days. 
3. Unit Leader Approval Requirement - This is the most important of all the requirements. The youth member must have the approval of the unit leader prior to the election.  The unit leader must certify as to the youth’s Scouting Spirit, adherence to the Scout Oath and Law, and participation in unit activities.  The unit leader must also certify in advance that the nominee has met all the other specified requirements for eligibility.
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Unit Adult Recommendation Procedures

One Troop or Varsity Team adult (age 21 older) per year may be recommended to the Order of the Arrow Adult Selection Committee, if at least one youth has been elected in the same year. The unit committee recommends the one adult.  Only members of the committee 21 years of age or older may participate in the recommendation.  Troops or teams having more than 50 registered, active youth members may nominate an additional adult for every 50 registered active youth, or fraction thereof. (As an example, a troop having 51 to 100 registered, active youth many nominate two adults each year if at least one youth has been elected.) A Unit Adult Recommendation form must be completed and submitted to the Chapter Adviser.  At the time of the unit election, please turn in the adult form to the Election Team.  If that is not possible, please contact Tony Moller, the Chapter Adviser to turn it in.  He MUST have the form by 28 February. Scouter (Adult) Membership Eligibility Requirements

Adults, in addition to being a registered Troop or Varsity Team leader in this Council and 21 years of age or older on the date of the recommendation, shall be selected as candidates based upon the following: 

1. Camping Requirement – the adult leader must meet the same camping requirement as the Youth. One per Troop or Varsity Team 

2. Only one adult leader may be recommended from a Troop or Varsity Team per year, but only if a youth has been elected. The adult being recommended must have his or her primary registration with the Troop or Varsity Team making the recommendation.

3. Not a Recognition – Since the Order of the Arrow is principally a youth organization, adult leaders are not recommended for membership as recognition of service, including current or prior achievement and position. Selection of the adult is based upon ability to perform the necessary functions within the Lodge and Chapter.
4. Lodge Approval – all adult nominations must be approved by the Lodge

Criteria for Adults – the individual will be an asset to the Order of the Arrow due to demonstrated skills and abilities, which fulfill the purpose of the Order. The adult leader’s membership will provide a positive role model for the growth and development of youth members of the Lodge.
