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LOST IN THE MINE

SCENARIO:

Extraction mining is the process of digging
minerals out of the ground, usually for commercial
purposes. Small scale mining, that is, mining not done
by large, international corporations, especially in the
Third World, is done much the same way it has been
done for the past 150 years. The first thoughts of safety
were brought on by the expense of re-opening a mine
and not for the health or safety of the miners.
Nonetheless, early 19th century mines did offer timbers
to hold up the walls and a system of branching tunnels
that allowed miners to find their way out, even in the
dark.

Our mine works on the same scheme, with
tunnels that branch in such a way that they form an
angle that points to the way out. In other words, tunnels
do not branch at right angles. Where a rail system is
installed to carry mined material out of the mine, it is
especially easy to follow the tracks and let the tracks
show you the angles that point out of the mine.

In the photo on the right the tracks point to an
exit behind the photographer.

Cave-in was not the only danger to miners.
Sometimes they would dig into pockets of water,
underground streams or the bottoms of lakes and be
drowned before they could get out.

But the miner’s greatest fear is poison gas.
When they would hit a pocket of poison gas they
usually could not smell it because of all the other
odors in a mine. They discovered that small birds
would detect the gas before people and would die
before the larger and more hardy people. But, once
you saw the dead bird, you knew you must get out
quickly, and so it is in our mine.

WHAT TO BRING!

To simulate the limited visibility inside a
darkened mine, with only a miner’s lamp for light,
each Scout will enter our mine maze with a
PAPER grocery bag over his head. For obvious
reasons, we will not use plastic grocery bags.
Each Scout must bring a paper grocery bag to
take part in this event.

THE WELLPREPARED PATROL

When you arrive at our mine you will see a
series of stakes driven into the ground and
connected by plastic construction site tape, in a
pattern similar to the one on the lower left. The
job of the Patrol is to enter the mine, find the lost
miner and help him out of the mine. This must be
done before the poison gases are encountered.
To find the lost miner the Patrol must search all
the branches of the mine. The Patrol Leader must
decide ahead of time how to handle a branch
when he comes to it. He will have a few minutes
to study the actual mine layout and make some
decisions before the bags go over heads and the
Patrol enters the mine. A duck will quack to let the
Patrol know that the air is still safe. When the
duck stops quacking the poison gas is present
and the Patrol must save itself.

SCENARIO:

Remote villages in Third World countries
live on local fruits and vegetables, domesticated
animals, fishing and hunting. In our rescue event
the hunters went into the forest to hunt and are
overdue to return to the village. They have left trail
signs, just like the ones in your Scout Handbook.
The Patrol must follow the trail signs and bring the
hunters back to the village, along with any game

trail signs and to test your memory of them. You

can study them in your Scout Handbook, too.
The trail will have other rocks and sticks
along the way, so you must know these signs
well enough to not be led astray by dead fall
(sticks that have fallen off of nearby trees) or a
random piles of rocks.
A native guide will accompany you to help
keep you on the path.

The first and most important service to restore after a disaster
is communications. Thailand and Indonesia had their entire
communications infrastructure destroyed by the Earthquake
and Tsunami of Christmas, 2004. The United Nations and United
States Department of Defense brought in communications
equipment and electric generators to restore communications
with the outside world.

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Medics Without Boundaries Now Without Aircraft

In the course of disaster recovery, many
humanitarian groups will put their plans in motion.
Most call for the use of aircraft to quickly move
supplies and help, primarily doctors and nurses, to
remote areas. In this event, you mustfind a crashed
relief flight, aid the crew, if they are still alive, and
recover the vital medical supplies they were
carrying.

You are asked to signal a circling search plane
when you find the crash site and ask them to drop
any medical equipment you might need to tend to
the pilots of the crashed aircraft.

SIGNALING
WITHA
MIRROR

Hold the mirror by the top and bottom edges,
with the right hand. Make a "Victory” sign with
your left hand. Look through the hole in the mirror
and between the victory fingers at the thing you
wish to signal to. Move the mirror up and down,
side to side until you can get reflected sunlight to
flash on your left hand. If you can still see your
target, they are seeing flashes of light from your
mirror. You can make long and short flashes to
send a message.

Before you arrived, the towns people and the
pilot flying overhead agreed on the following
signals. Use them to send your message, if there
is enough light.

SIGNALLING WITH PANELS

You may use signal panels, large strips of cloth, to
make standard messages for aircraft to see. You can
also use piles of sticks or rocks, or you can disturb
the soil if there is no ground cover, exposing a
different color. As the soil dries out, however, it will
look more and more like the regular ground.
