(A unit with 20 or fewer registered youth members may nominate one individual; a unit with between 21 and 40 youth members may nominate up to two individuals and a unit with 41 or more youth members may nominate up to three individuals.)  The unit committee defines the reasons it believes each nominee should be given this award.

The Outstanding Chartered Partner Award will recognize the efforts of one chartered partner organization in the district to advance Scouting.  Chartered partner organizations are nominated by unit committees, with selection of the awardees made by the district's "Key 6" leadership team.

The Tommy Thompson Award will recognize outstanding service to Scouting in the Colonial District.  This award is named after Tommy Thompson, a beloved Scoutmaster and district leader from Alexandria, whose commitment to providing a high-quality Scouting program to young people in Alexandria and eastern Fairfax County serves as a model for those individuals selected for this award.  Any registered youth or adult member associated with the Colonial District or any of its Scouting units may nominate an individual for this award.  The district's "Key 6" leadership team expects to make up to five Tommy Thompson awards this spring.

Nominations for all three awards must be submitted by no later than Tuesday, May 1, 2007 to District Advancement Chair Bill Wells.  Nomination forms for each of these awards will be available on the Colonial District section of the National Capital Area Council website.
